The arguments used  successfully by Mr Jackson to persuade the Judge in the Worcester County Court (15 May 2008) that the Timeshare Act 1992 (as amended) applied to his  purchase of timeshare in a narrow boat.
Shakespeare Holidays (the trading name of Prestige Vacations Limited)  had maintained all along that this was not a timeshare, but a share in a narrow boat, and were arguing that as such it was not covered by the Timeshare Act 1992.
I said that I believed that it was covered by this Act, a view shared by a number of competent lawyers, the Office of Fair Trading and the Timeshare Consumers Association.
I based my argument on the definition of 'accommodation' as defined by the Caravan Sites and Control of Development Act 1960, 'any structure designed or adapted for human habitation, which is capable of being moved from one place to another'. The important wording being 'any structure'. This Act did not specifically exclude boats or any floating structure that could be moved. All that was excluded were tents or railway rolling stock. I also used the Timeshare Act 1992 which defines a timeshare as  ‘any living accommodation intended to be used for leisure purposes by a class of persons for intermittent periods of short dura​tion'. This Act does not specifically exclude boats either.
The purchase of a share in a narrow boat from Shakespeare Holidays did not mean that I owned a physical piece of that boat, merely that I owned a period of time, when I might use the boat for leisure purposes, this period of time was  'shared'   with other purchasers on a time basis.   If that is not time sharing I don't know what is!
As for the argument that whilst houseboats may be covered by the Act,   narrow boats are not. I asked the Judge if he could see any difference between a floating structure that could move, but didn't,   and one which did move, but needn't.   I also pointed out that many people lived perma​nently on what are correctly termed narrow boats, that the boat was their sole and only address.
Finally, I pointed out that with the agreement to buy a share in a nar​row boat came membership of RCI Europe, one of the biggest timeshare operators in the world.
The Judge, after listening to the other side,  agreed with me and gave judgement  in my favour.   He also refused leave to appeal.
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
